8) This is one of my favorite stories from my childhood -
The Story of Samuel

9) However, today we want to focus on his mother Hannah

10) She prayed that she would have a child — God heard
her

11) Hannah promised that she would give her child to
the Lord all his days

12) Hannah fulfilled her promise — once Samuel was old
enough he was taken to the temple to live with Eli

13) In our New Testament Lesson — it reflects back to
Abraham — we know that he and his wife Sarai were
childless — However, at their advanced ages God
promised them a child

14) Abraham went so far as to take his beloved son Isaac
up on the mountain and was obedient to God — he
fulfilled his promise

15) Think about Baptism, confirmation, marriage, etc.
